PERCUIL SAILING CLUB

GENERAL RULES

1. The name of the Club shall be Percuil Sailing Club.  The object of the Club shall be to encourage amateur sailing.

2. The Officers of the Club shall consist of the President, Commodore, Vice-Commodore, Rear-Commodore, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer and the Committee.

3. All Officers shall be elected at the AGM and shall hold office for one year.  All nominations should be received in writing before the AGM.  Any vacancies that occur during the year may be filled by the Committee.  Any Member failing to attend three consecutive meetings may have his/her office declared vacant.  Flag Officers may not hold office for more than three years continuously.  After that period they shall be ineligible for re-election to the same office for one year.

4. The management of the Club and the disposal of its funds and properties therefore, after paying all necessary and current expenses shall be vested in the Committee.

5. The Committee shall prior to the AGM examine the accounts as presented by the Hon Treasurer and shall make their report as to the state of the Club funds to the AGM. 

6. Members of the Club shall be such persons as may be duly elected by the Committee.  All intending members shall be proposed and seconded by existing members.  Their names and addresses along with those of their  sponsors shall be sent to the Hon Secretary at least 7 days prior to the meeting at which the lection takes place.  The Committee shall have power to elect Members at their ordinary meeting.  
7. All members shall pay an annual subscription that becomes due on February 1st each year.  The Committee is empowered to amend the subscription rate as and when necessary.
8. Temporary members for racing only, may join for 14 days for a subscription equal to half the appropriate membership fee.

9. Any member wishing to withdraw from the Club shall give notice in writing to the Hon Sec and pay all arrears due to the Club.  
10. The Committee may strike off any member who is more than one year in arrears.
11. All monies collected shall be paid to the Hon Treasurer who shall keep a correct account, issue receipts and record disbursements on behalf of the Club. 

12. The financial year for the Club shall close on December 31st each year.  The AGM shall be held in the February following and at such a time and place as determined by the Committee.

13. A special General Meeting may be called by the Hon Secretary on receipt of a requisition signed by at least 12 members of the Club, or on receiving instructions from one of the four principal Flag Officers.

14. The quorum for a general meeting is 7 and for a committee meeting is 6.

15. Correct Minutes of the proceedings at all meetings shall be taken by the Hon Secretary and presented for approval at subsequent meetings. Similar minutes shall be kept by secretaries of sub-committees.

16. The club burgee shall be a blue pennant with a white oystercatcher thereon.

17. The Club shall have the power to expel any member at a General Meeting provided that the notice of the proposal to expel is given in the circular convening the meeting.  The majority needed to expel a member is three to two.

18. A motion for the amendment or addition to the Rules of the club shall only be agreed at an AGM or at a Special General Meeting convened for that purpose. Notice of such a motion must be sent to the Hon Secretary in writing at least one month prior to the date of the meeting.  All such alterations shall be approved at an AGM.
